The Project

The project will comprise three main elements:
a DOCUMENTARY , a DRAMA and a WEBSITE.
and will focus on five main issues affecting young people today:

Knife crime and street violence

Bullying including cyber bullying

Internet danger

The struggle of emerging sexuality for young gay people
The pressure to suceed

The DOCUMENTARY will focus on the stories and experiences
of young people in the UK today ¢ both offenders and potential
offenders, victims and potential victims ¢ as well as friends,
parents and siblings of those affected.

The WEBSITE will house the drama and the documentary so
they are always available for any young person wishing to view
them. The website will also provide a resource for help and
information for young people and offe r links to, and free
advertising for , organisations dedicated to helpin g teenagers and
children.

In addition the website will showcase interviews with some of
the most successful, easily recognized and highly regarded
figures from film, television, business, the arts, sport and other
areas of endeavourand achievement, discussing their own
childhoods and the obstacles and difficulties they faced and
overcame and the strength and benefit those difficulties equipped
them with as adults and lead, in part, to the their
accomplishments.

bullying, including cyber -bullying, internet danger, the struggle of emerging sexual identity
for young gay people and the pressure to succeed.

Although the Age of Descent project will not bring about a cure for theseissues, we hope tha
we will offer a drama that serves as a wakeup call for those who seem to consider the level
and prolificacy of the violence and psychological torment a small percentage of young people
are currently subjecting both eachother and society to, as an acceptable norm.

By thrusting the true life experiences and feelings of children and young people into the heart
of our drama we hope to make the most powerful impact we can and with th at provoke
thought and debate. It is our aim that the drama also provides a sense of comfort anc
alleviation from the feeling some young people have of being alone in PT EOwUT 1 &
through.
